In each file are drawings of many of the vocabulary items in Chinese Made Easier.

Where it was not readily possible to use a picture that clearly describes that object (e.g. frequently, semester, to remember), we have included the box for the word (plus the English), and have left you to draw a picture that, in your mind, represents that word.

We suggest you photocopy the following pages – even better would be to enlarge them to A3 size – then cut them up, and on the back of each picture write the Chinese pinyin (and the Chinese character if you want to). You can then use them for practicing the vocabulary.

The key to all this is to link the Chinese word to a picture rather than simply to the English word, i.e. rén 人 =  a picture of a person (rather than just ‘person’). So, after you have practiced using the vocabulary cards for a while, you may like to fold over the English word so that you can’t see it, or even remove it altogether.
